 Where do all these different colors, sizes 
and markings come from?  'Elementary my dear!'  it 
is all in the genes! At present 64 species of Pha-
laenopsis have been identified with habitats from 
the lower Himalayas to tropics of Southeast Asia 
and islands including the Philippines and Taiwan.    
Most of the large round flowered hybrids we are 
used to seeing involve only a few species in their 
background.  Newer 'mini'  hybrids add less com-
