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Summer Blooming Brassias 

Brassia Eternal Wind burst into full bloom outside in June 
at the Dusdieker pergola. The spikes started in the cool 
days in May and took about a month to fully develop. 
These orchids are sometimes called ôspider orchidsõ as the 
flowers almost look like they will crawl up your arm! I got 
this at the Illowa Spring Orchid Sale so I canõt take a lot 
of credit for long term growth! This hybrid is a combina-
tion of 2 Brassia species;  verrucosa and gireoudiana  
both native to Central America. They grow at mid-
elevation in cool, moist semi-shaded areas. Blooming 
season for most Brassia is summer to early fall. In general 
they like a cooler growing climate but will tolerate hot 
summer days in Iowa if humidity and shade is provided. 
They like moisture and fertilizer throughout the summer 
but should be kept relatively dry and a bit brighter in 

the winter (the dry season is cool but bright in Costa Ri-
ca). Grow these mounted or in very well draining media 
and repot when the delicate roots are just appearing at 
the base of the pseudobulbs. One important aspect to 
obtaining a nicely shaped inflorescence is to be sure that 
the plant orientation in relationship to the predominant 
light direction is NOT changed once the ôspikeõ begins to 
form buds. Otherwise you will have ôspidersõ facings eve-
ry which way ð a truly ôscary thought!õ
