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November 2013 Meeting 

 At our November meeting, we had a brief discussion of plans for the December Holiday Party and the 
results from our 2nd orchid show in October.  We also discussed the need to change how our newsletter is de-
livered to members due to modifications in e-mail providersõ terms of service.  We will be creating a Google 
Group to aid in delivery of the newsletter and show announcements to club members.  Watch your e-mails 
and the club newsletter for more information about our new Google Group.   The Dusdiekers brought samples 
of Orchiata, a new potting mix made from New Zealand Pinus radiata bark to share with club members and 
we discussed the possibility of doing a bulk order with club members in the future.  We also had a raffle.  

Prizes included some nice orchids, honey, a mug, and 3 orchid wood block prints made by Ann Klingensmith.   

  As usual, club members brought some excellent plants for show and tell.  The Dusdiekers brought two 
interesting Catasetum orchids.  Catasetum orchids, abbreviated as Ctsm in horticultural trade, come from Mex-
ico and tropical South America, with the majority of species found in Brazil.   This type of orchid has fleshy, 
unisexual flowers, which is unusual for orchids. This means the colorful male and greenish female flowers are 
normally found on different plants, but in rare cases a single plant can produce both male and female flow-

ers.  An interesting fact is that when an insect touches a male Catasetum flower it launches the pollinia.   

 Our November meeting program was on pests and diseases.  We watched an American Orchid Soci-
ety video on this topic, followed by presentations from Dorothy Hampton and Nile Dusdieker.  We then had a 
hands-on pest identification session, which included photos of various insects and diseases, as well as a couple 
of problem plants from club membersõ collections.   We discussed possible solutions to the various pests we 

identified as well as laboratory testing for common orchid viruses.
