We were 

not disappointed as we were able to 

identify many kinds of wild flowers and 

found our orchids at the perfect stage as 

they seed themselves down a north 

slope in an ever growing number.

Shooting Star 

(Dodecatheon meadia), is found 

in moist or dry woods and 

prairies. It has as five lilac, 

pink or white backward point-

ing petals and the stamen 

forms a cone in the center.

Wild Geranium (Geranium macu-

latum).

Right: Wild Columbine 

(Aquilegia Canadensis), also 

called Canadian Columbine or 

Eastern Red Columbine, is a 

herbaceous perennial plant of 

the buttercup family. 

Left: Prairie Phlox ( Phlox pi-

losa) also called Downy Phlox.  

The flowers may be white, pink, 

or lavender.  

 

Right: Phlox divaricata (Wild 

Blue Phlox, Woodland Phlox, 

Wild Sweet William) is a native 

perennial herbaceous plant 

with lavender-blue flowers. 

Left: Canada Anemone 

(Anemone Canadensis) also 

called Round-Headed Anem-

one, Meadow anemone, or 

Crowfoot.
