June 3 Potluck Dinner and $2/$3/$5 Orchid Sale! 
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Orchid òLinemanó 

 
 Pictured above are the high lines near Buffalo Grove, Illinois where I recently went ôsnoopingõ. The 
area is a cold bog with cat tails and some slightly drier crusty soil. Numerous clusters of Cypripedium candidum 
(the small white Ladyõs Slipper) are found. The habitat is not heavily overgrown and sits in full sun. The plants 
only grow 4 ð 6 inches tall. The flowers are creamy white with green sepals and twisted petals dotted with 
darker mahogany spots. Flowers sit one or two atop a short inflorescence with a leaf like floral bract behind 
and over the bloom. Iõve been accused of having a ôbig footõ: the photo (see below left) shows the small size of 
a clusters of candidum.  In the center of the flower, the staminode is heart shaped with red spotting and is very 
similar to the yellow Ladyõs Slipper, Cyp. parviflorum. The two species may exist in the same locality and form 
a natural hybrid Cyp. x andrewsii. Carson Whitlow recently went with us to Slip Bluff Nature Area (see below 
right) in southern Iowa where all three slippers have been found in the past. Unfortunately, the bluff has again 
ôslippedõ and the habitat was lost. We nearly slipped down the bluff as well. Seedlings of these Midwestern 
Slippers can be purchased from regional nurseries and grown in sandy soil. Cyp. candidum requires more mois-
ture than Cyp. parviflorum but both winter over in Iowa fairly easily.
