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Illinois Orchid Show April 6-7 Photos 

 Your society won the AOS Trophy for the best display at the Illinois Orchid Show at the Chicago Bo-
tanical Gardens, April 6th and 7th. The Hamptons and Dusdiekers setup a crescent shaped exhibit in the 
middle of the show room with 80 plus plants provided by 11 of our members. This was the largest display 
(size and number of plants) of the year. Best Phragmepedium of the Show went to Marsha Whitmore's Paul 
Eugene Conroy and Best Cattleya of the Show to the Dusdiekersõ Appleblossum 'Nuccio'.  In addition to 44 
total  ribbons, Doc Bannister's Phal. Haur Jin Princess 'Iowa' received an AOS award - HCC/AOS. This was 
truly a grand show with over 20 exhibits and lots of vendors with interesting plants for sale - including some 

Cypripediums! 

 This year EIOS attended 10 shows and we received 3 AOS Trophies and several AOS awards. Many 
thanks to all those who participated in transport and setup as well as those who provided plants. Our Soci-
ety is getting quite a reputation for quality flowers and friendship with other societies and vendors. We 
should see some reciprocal participation at our fall show in October. All members are welcome to partici-
pate in next yearõs activities.
